5.4 PARKING

Parking will be available (at own cost) close to the MMC. Parking at
Competition Venues is very limited and there will be no designated media
parking. Accredited media representatives are strongly recommended to use
the Common Shuttle Service to travel to the venues from the MMC departing
from the CTM.

5.5 GETTING TO THE OPENING CEREMONY, THE
VICTORY CEREMONIES AND THE CLOSING CEREMONY

IYOGOC will provide a dedicated bus service directly to the Opening
Ceremony departing from and returning to the City Transport Mall (CTM).

The schedule will be provided in advance at the MMC and bookings will be
required. Please note that you must make bookings at the MMC before 12:00
on 13 January 2012.

If you have any queries please contact the Media Help Desk.

Please note that there is no internet connection at Bergisel Stadium, but you
will be able to transmit your stories and pictures at the Main Media Centre.

The daily Victory Ceremonies and the Closing Ceremony will be held in the
city centre on Medals Plaza in Maria-Theresien-Strafie. A Press Stand and

a Mixed Zone will be provided, but there will be no Working Area. Please
return to the MMC to elaborate and send your content.

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6 MEDIA FACILITIES
6.1 MAIN MEDIA CENTRE (MMC]

Olympiaworld Innsbruck, located in the centre of Innsbruck, will house the
Main Press Centre (MPC) and International Broadcast Centre (IBC). The
MPC will serve as the main workplace for the accredited press and will also
provide working facilities for the Ice Hockey, Speed Skating, Figure Skating
and Short Track Speed Skating venues that are located within Olympiaworld
Innsbruck.

The Main Media Centre will operate every day from 11 to 23 January 2012,
between 7:00 and 24:00. If necessary, the operating hours will be extended
according to the competition schedule.

Internet access
Cabled and wireless internet access at the Main Press Centre and in the
Media Areas within Competition Venues will be free of charge.

Workroom services and facilities
There are 170 work desks available on a ‘first-come, first-served’ basis.

Other services available include:

= help desk for general information on transport, accommodation and
competition details as well as lost and found service,

= technology and telecommunications support,

= food and beverages available for purchase,

= lockers or safe areas for temporary storage,

= pigeon holes with printed start lists and results lists,
= TV monitors showing highlights from the venues,

= Youth Information Service.

Media Lounge

While the MPC and IBC are located on the first floor, the Media Lounge

is located on the second floor. There, media representatives have the
possibility to get snacks and refreshments. A user-pay concession stand is
located directly outside the venue perimeter.

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General information

All venues of the Innsbruck 2012 Winter Youth Olympic Games are strictly
non-smoking venues. This rule applies also for all Innsbruck 2012 media
areas. A no-alcohol policy also applies at all Innsbruck 2012 venues.

6.2 SUB MEDIA CENTRE AT SEEFELD

In Seefeld - Competition Venue for Biathlon, Cross-Country Skiing,

Nordic Combined and Ski Jumping - there will be a media working facility
called the Sub Media Centre. The Sub Media Centre will operate on every
competition day from two hours before the start of competition until three
hours after the end of competition, and on every training day from one hour
before the start of the official training until two hours after the end of the
official training.

There are 50 work desks available on a ‘first-come, first-served' basis.

Other services available include:

= help desk for general information on transport and competition details as
well as lost and found service,

= lockers or safe areas for temporary storage,

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6.3 VENUE MEDIA FACILITIES AND SERVICES

Every Competition Venue or cluster of venues will offer working facilities
for the accredited press that will operate on every competition day from
two hours before the start of competition until three hours after the end of
competition, and on every training day from one hour before the start of the
official training until two hours after the end of the official training.

There are between 15 and 30 work desks available on a ‘first-come, first-
served’ basis.

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6.4 MEDIA ACCESS TO THE YOUTH OLYMPIC VILLAGE

The official opening of the YOV will take place on Monday, 9 January
2012. Two days later, on 11 January 2012 at 11:00, accredited media will
be allowed inside the YOV. This will be the media’s only chance to access
Residential Zone 1.

6.0 MIXED ZONES

At every Competition Venue, you will find Mixed Zones where you will have
the chance to meet the athletes for interviews.

Due to the tight competition programme and the need to hold the Mascot
Ceremony (equivalent to Flower Ceremony) as soon as possible after the
end of the competition, it may occur that the medal-winning athletes will
have time for only one or two television interviews when entering the Mixed
Zone for the first time. We will ensure that the athletes are guided back to
the Mixed Zone after the Mascot Ceremony.

6.6 MEDIA STANDS

At Competition Venues, seats or stands for media representatives will be
provided in the accredited areas. Accreditation category ‘M’ is required to
access these Media Stands.

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{ YOUTH INFORMATION SERVICE AND ONLINE MEDIA

During the Innsbruck 2012 Winter Youth Olympic Games, the official
website (www.innsbruck2012.com) will be the only source of official news
and information. Background information and technical details on the
competitions and venues, as well as biographical data of the athletes will be
available on the official website. Official starting lists and results lists will
also be available in .pdf format.

In cooperation with a professional photo agency, the Organising Committee
of the Innsbruck 2012 Winter Youth Olympic Games will also provide a
Youth Olympic Photo Service that will offer comprehensive photographic
coverage of every sport on every competition day, the Opening and Closing
Ceremonies and the activities of the Culture & Education Programme.

High resolution photographs will be available for download and publication
through the Innsbruck2012 Flickr account (http://www.flickr.com/
photos/59664103@N08/). The images will be available to the media free of
charge for non-commercial use only. The photo credits must be displayed.

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8 PHOTO SERVICES

Photographers’ Undertaking

Photographers are required to sign a Photographers’ Undertaking. This
stipulates that images taken by accredited photographers at the Innsbruck
2012 Winter Youth Olympic Games can be used freely for still photographic
editorial purposes and on any platform, but also that use of such
photographs for advertising or any other commercial purpose is expressly
prohibited by the IOC. Photographers will sign the Undertaking upon
collection of their supplementary accreditation device.

Accredited photographers will work from predetermined photo positions at
each venue which will provide them with an unobstructed view of the Field
of Play. Photographers will be provided with a supplementary accreditation
device (armband), which is required for access to photo positions. These
armbands will be issued to each accredited photographer at the Main Press
Centre.

Requests for the installation of remote cameras should be made in advance
to the Photo Manager at the MPC. All remote camera installations must

be approved by the Photo Manager. He will also facilitate the safe and
successful positioning of remote cameras at the Competition Venues.

Please note: flash photography is strictly forbidden when a competition
session is underway. Flash photography is allowed during Mascot
Ceremonies and during Victory Ceremonies.

Photographers may need additional devices such as lift passes or place
cards in order to access photo positions at the Figure Skating, Alpine Skiing
or Ski Jumping / Nordic Combined venues. Please refer to the Help Desk at
the MPC or at the venues for additional information.

Generally speaking, photographers are permitted to work from the Spectator
Stands but must leave if unoccupied seats are needed for spectators.

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9 I0C NEWS ACCESS RULES

Non-rights-holding broadcast organisations

The International Olympic Committee (I0C) is directly responsible for the
allocation of all non-rights-holding broadcasters’ accreditations. Non-
rights-holding broadcasters must abide by the IOC News Access Rules and
sign an undertaking on behalf of the organisation and all persons assigned
by the organisation to cover the Innsbruck 2012 Winter Youth Olympic
Games.

The News Access Rules apply to television and radio broadcasting by non-
rights-holding broadcast organisations. They are designed to protect the
exclusivity of broadcasters who have paid for the rights (Rights Holders),
while permitting fair access to non-rights-holding broadcast organisations
for broadcasting news highlights for news purposes. The News Access
Rules clearly outline the rules that apply to coverage by non-rights-holding
broadcast organisations as well as venue access rules within Competition
Venues at the Innsbruck 2012 Winter Youth Olympic Games.

Accredited non-rights-holding broadcasters have access to the Main Press
Centre (MPC), but do not have access to the facilities and services provided
for rights-holding broadcasters in the International Broadcasting Centre
(IBC). At the Competition Venues, non-rights-holding broadcasters have
access to venue Media Centres, Press Stands and Mixed Zones but may
not bring in any camera equipment, recording devices or other technical
equipment.

I0C Social Media, Blogging and Internet Guidelines

The 10C actively promotes the use of the internet and social media by
accredited persons. The attached ‘IOC Social Media, Blogging and Internet
Guidelines for persons accredited at the Youth Olympic Games' will help
those wishing to develop Games-related web activity in connection with the
upcoming Winter Youth Olympic Games in Innsbruck.
